Students should take this data
into consideration when
choosing their classes for the
upcoming school year. There
will be an Advanced Placement
information night in February
to provide information about
the AP program as it exists at
Kamiakin. Another benefit of
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the PSAT is a program called
My College QuickStart. All
Kamiakin students have access
to this program.
